Current Events

This week in language arts we’ve been working with short o, the –og, -op, and –ot word families, discussing the essential question What do friends do together?, reading the stories Friends All Around, and Friends are Fun, and practicing retelling the stories we read by including beginning, middle, and end and including evidence from the text.  In writing, our focus has been on using correct capitalization, punctuation, and spelling all high-frequency words and short vowel phonetic words correctly.  Check out the work in your child’s folder today to see how they are doing with these skills.  In math, the boys and girls are preparing to take the Unit 1 assessment on addition next week.  We have been reviewing how to compose a number sentence for any given number less than 10, identify an addition sentence and the sum, correctly add two addends (4+2=_), and draw a picture to prove an answer.  In science, the children used a string phone to prove that sound waves travel.  They discovered that their voice vibrated the air inside the cup, which then transferred to the bottom of the cup.  The bottom of the cup passed the sound waves to the string, and so on to the other cup.  What fun they had!
